SAFETY

Keep hands, feet, fluids, and 
other objects to yourself.

school and transportation 
staff.

Be on time and remain attentive. 
 

Help keep others safe and 
respectful. 

 
 
 
 

Help others find their seats 
quickly and politely.

If you see something that is 
unsafe or disrespectful, inform

Only sit in your assigned seat 
unless otherwise instructed by
